Youth Interest on To-
bacco Control

May 67— 8" 50 students
from various faculties and high
schools attended a youth workshop
on Tobacco Control aimed at curb-
ing tobacco smoking and mar-
keting by Tobacco Company
on youth.

The three days work- ¥
shop held at Genera Depart- £
ment of Labors and Voca
tional Training was organized
by ADRA’s ToH program in
cooperation with General depart-
ment of Labors and Vocationa
Training. It was the first national
workshop negotiated within youth
and sharing their ideas on tobacco
company marketing advertising to
attract youth to smoke and what the
government should do to prevent
tobacco related death and disease.

The students aged 25 year under
were actively involved in discus-
sions on tobacco control and find-
ing the strategies of how Tobacco
Company marketing like cigarette
billboards, posters, concerts and
other tobacco sponsorships aimed
to interest youth to start smoking.

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The first national workshop is
conducted with the attendant of 16
monks who are the provincial Mekon
and deputy Mekon (A highest monks
at provincial level) as well as 14 de-
partmental director of Cult and Relig-
ion thirteen provinces and Phnom
Penh in Cambodia has its aim to meet
and discuss with the top leaders of
monks and official leaders which was
focusing on the national planning on
tobacco control followed by Bud-
dhism precepts and to strengthen the
policy which has been used in the to-
bacco awareness campaign.

“If there is no any prevention,
till 2007 the prevalence of death
smoking related to smoking will in-
crease from 4 million to 10 million
people per year. Even it does not kill
people as fast as AIDS or SARS but it
isasgilently killer.”, said H.E Dr. Ung
Phyrun, Secretary of State, Ministry
of Hedlth and a First Permanent dep-
uty Chair Inter Ministerial Committee
for Education and Reduction of to-
bacco use.

This workshop is conducted
with the attendants of top leader
monks because its aim is to push
monks to be more involved in cam-
paign of tobacco control and cut down
the tobacco use. The best reason is
that 95% of Cambodian population is
Buddhist so the monk education will
much effect to Cambodian influence.
It means that monks have much abil-
ity to educate people about smoking
through their preaching in the cere-
mony and educate to others monks
who are smokers to quit. Venerable
Nun Gnet and H.E Chea Savoeun,
Minister of Cult and Religion were
strongly supporting to the workshop
by urging the monks who are the par-
ticipants from various provinces to be
more involved in the tobacco control
campaign.
